Street children – Every night we open 
our doors to let the street children 
sleep on our base, give them dinner and 
breakfast, have worship and Bible study 
together.

Religion that God our Father accepts as pure
and faultless is this: to look after orphans 
and widows in their distress… (Jam 1:27)

Resident children – Those who love 
Jesus and want to start a new life are 
taking into our house and start school.

Non-resident children – We help 
children of poor families who need our
help for food, clothes, medical care and 
tuition.

A child sponsorship is 40€ per month 
and covers all the child's needs. Every 
child has an email address so he/she 
can stay in touch with his or her 
sponsor. There is also the option of 
tagging their pictures with your name 
on Facebook so you regularly see new 
pictures of them.
